Repetitive Loss File

The NFIP Repetitive Loss File contains losses reported from individuals who have flood insurance through the Federal Government.  A property is considered a repetitive loss property when there are 2 or more losses reported which were paid more than $1,000 for each loss.  The 2 losses must be within 10 years of each other & be as least 10 days apart.  Only losses from 1/1/1978 that are closed are considered.

Repetitive Loss dBase File (W2RCRLFX)

A property on the repetitive loss file can have more than 1 address associated with it.  We determine which address is the most current by checking which one had the most recent loss or an address added online.  The file created here will have only 1 record for each property.  Some records may have a previous address.  Following is a description of the file:
